Part 1: The fall of mankind: [Verses 1-7] 
Part 2: The confrontation of God: (& the blame game) [verses 8-13]
Part 3: The Curse of God: Satan, woman, man [verses 14-19]
Part 4: God Preaches the Gospel: [verses 15]
Part 5: God Illustrates the Gospel: [verses 20-24, esp. 21]

Track the strategy of Satan:
1. Poses as a friend or ‘enlightener’ – 2 Corinthians 11:14
2. Uses the original ‘Law’ as enticement to sin – Romans 7:7-8
3. Accuses God of holding back – Accuses God to person – accuses man to God –Rev. 12:10
Track the mistakes of Eve:
1. Unfamiliarity with God’s Word (Psalm 119:105)
2. Adding to God’s commands (Prov. 30:6), (+leading Adam into sin)
3. Mistrusting the motive in God’s commands (Psalm 95:7-11, ‘by faith’ Hebrews 4:1-13)
