The Parable of the Soils: [Luke 8:4-21, Matt. 13:3-20, Mark 4:1-25 (Isaiah 32:12-17)]
· Seed is the Word of God – note that the Word is not altered or changed in any case
· Sower does nothing but remain faithful to their duty of sowing the seed
· The variable is the condition of the ‘soils’
